The more I think about it the more proud I become that 
our parish church is named after Barnabas 

 

a r eal Unsung Her o 
of t he Fait h . You can r ead about him in Act s 11: 19-30 

 

and here 
are another few verses from Acts 4:  

All t he believer s wer e unit ed in hear t and mind. And t hey f elt 
t hat what t hey owned was not t heir own, so t hey shar ed 
ever yt hing t hey had. The apost les t est if ied power f ully t o t he 
r esur r ect ion of t he Lor d J esus, and God s gr eat blessing was upon 
t hem all. Ther e wer e no needy people among t hem, because t hose 
who owned land or houses would sell t hem and br ing t he money t o 
the apostles to give to those in need.  

For inst ance, t her e was J oseph, t he one t he apost les nicknamed 
Bar nabas (which means Son of Encour agement ). He was f r om t he 
t r ibe of Levi and came f r om t he island of Cypr us. He sold a f ield 
he owned and brought the money to the apostles 

Sadly, most of us don t know much about him. That s 
pr obably because his name is usually associat ed wit h St . Paul. And 
quit e of t en Bar nabas is seen as j ust a side-kick or an assist ant of

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Paul s. But t hat s an unf air pict ur e of t his Chr ist ian man who 
t r uly f ollowed t he example of J esus Chr ist . I want us t o dig a 
lit t le t o see what we can lear n about him - because as we do, 
we ll see a wonder f ul Chr ist ian who helped spr ead t he Gospel 
by being a powerful Encourager.   

What s t he ver y f ir st t hing we lear n about him? Well 
his r eal name was J oseph. He had r eceived t he nickname of 
Bar nabas f r om t he apost les. Hebr ew names? Whenever you 
see a J ewish name beginning wit h Bar - ... t hat means son 
of . For inst ance, Pet er s name was or iginally Simon, Bar -
J onah. That is... Simon, Son of J onah. And Luke t ell us t he 
name Bar nabas means, Son of Encour agement . And as we ll 
see t his nickname was a ver y f it t ing descr ipt ion of J oseph t he 
Levite. 

And t hat s somet hing else we need t o not ice. He was a 
Levit e who had become a believer in J esus t he Messiah. I n 
ot her wor ds, he had been par t of t he J ewish r eligious 
system... and to break away from that was a huge step! He was 
from the island of Cyprus originally 

 

and ends up going back to 
his homeland on a missionar y j our ney wit h Paul. J ust one ot her 
thing - Bar nabas was also a ver y gener ous man. He gave f r eely 
to the Church. 

Okay, next we skip ahead to Acts 9. The first half of 
t his chapt er t ells t he amazing st or y of Paul s conver sion on t he 
road to Damascus. Keep in mind that Paul was an enemy of the 
Christian Church. He was trying his hardest to wipe it out. But 
then he had an encounter with Jesus Christ that changed 
everything. Suddenly he went from trying to destroy anyone 
who followed Christ... to preaching boldly that Jesus was the

 

Saviour . Well, t he J ews didn t like Paul, he was a t r ait or , so 
they planned to kill him. When he discovered this, the 
Christians helped him escape safely from Damascus and he 
ended up going to Jerusalem... where many of the leaders of 
the Christian Church were located. But when Paul tried to
